Discussion questions for ‘You Were Planned for God’s Pleasure’.

Review question

· In what ways have you been tested this week?  Remember the reason for testing is to form the character of Christ within us.  Don’t get too discouraged if you fail a test – learn from it and hopefully next time with God’s help you will succeed. You could ask  ‘what lessons have you learnt this past week?’

In Zephaiah 3:17  we read: God will take great delight in you and he will rejoice over you with singing.  How do you respond to the fact that God rejoices over you?  For some this might be a challenge to their understanding of God and our relationship to him.  Does God always rejoice over us?  

We were created to bring God pleasure.  We do so when:-

1. We worship him. Do you have a special place where you find it easy to connect with God?  How would you define worship?
2. We worship God when we love him. Do you find it easy or difficult to love God?
3. We worship God when we trust him.  Ps 147:11 Give an example when you trusted in God. Even when things are not going as we would like, we are called to continue to trust in the absolute goodness of God. Have you ever been disappointed in God’s dealings with you? How did it work out?
4. We worship God when we obey him wholeheartedly.  Obeying God is a lifelong challenge. Give an example when you obeyed God even though it was hard.
5. We worship God when we have an attitude of thankfulness.  Is it possible to give thanks to God in all circumstances? How hard is it to find blessing in times of struggle? 
6. We worship God when we serve others in his name.  Is life too busy to serve others? Give an example of when you have served others in the name of Christ and what was the result?
